CROWS TAUGHT TO PICK UP TRASH

This week, a theme park in western France put some new employees in the field: six trained
rooks, members of the crow family. 1. However, they are not replacing any human
staff.

The park is located in a rural area and is famous for its historical shows — a Viking attack,
Roman chariot races, sword fights and a bird show. Birds from the crow family are famously
clever. 2. When fed, they sometimes give gifts in return for food.

The idea for using rooks as litter collectors came from one of the bird trainers. As part of the
falconry show, the theme park had already taught crows to pick up roses and bring them to a
"princess” inacastle. 3. “It became a game for them,” the trainer said. “They pick up
the papers on the floor, then place the litter into a small box and they get some bird food as a
reward for their hard work.”

They're each working four-day weeks under close supervision. 4. It's an educational
program. We don't educate the crows, but we educate the human beings. ... It's a funny way to
show the people that you should not throw litter everywhere."

People start to think: “5. ” Why not just pick up the cigarette butt or scrap of paper and
take it to the trash can? Even a bird can do it, after all.

DRONES TO THE RESCUE

Last year, California experienced one of its worst wildfire seasons ever. Drones were used for

the first time to monitor the fire and give firefighters a clear 1. of its path. This

In recent years, the

U.S. government has used drones to help control wildfires in national parks. And dozens of

local fire departments now have 3. own drones.
